Rabbit Rules and Instructions 
 1. Fair Assn not responsible for animals lost/stolen during 

the fair. 
 2. Exhibitors may not show more than 3 breeds. 
 3. All animals are to be purchased no later than May 1. 
 4. Exhibitors allowed one entry per lot and not more than 

a total of 5 entries.  Showmanship can be entered in 
addition to your 5 entries. 

 5. Rabbits must be checked for mites before being put in a 
pen. 

 6. Each exhibitor must take care of his/her own exhibit(s).  
Rabbits not taken care of daily will be sent home 
and the member will forfeit the premium money on 
the exhibit(s). 

 7. No bedding (hay straw, grass, etc.) will be allowed in 
cages. 

 8. Exhibitor number should be visible during the show. 
 9. Have purebred papers available during show in case of 

questions. 
 10. Rabbits must be handled by exhibitor during the show. 
 11. Herdsmanship will be based on cleanliness, animal, 

cage and surrounding area, not on decorations. 
 12. All meat type rabbits entered in Class I - Lots 1 and 2 

will be weighed between 5 & 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday.  
There will be no repeat weights. 

 13. Single Fryer Rabbits must be entered in Class I, Lot 1 
and weigh between 3.5 – 5.0 lbs. to be eligible for the 
Fur and Feather Auction. 

 14. All exhibitors are required to clean their cages prior to 
leaving the fairgrounds on Sunday evening. 

 15. Exhibitor is encouraged to bring carrier for show day.  
All carriers/boxes must be removed from the rabbit 
barn after check-in (no exceptions).  Empty cages are 
not to be used for tack/storage.
