'minutes It began raining on the south side of Monroe'about 5:15.

. Most people, even those whalive near the fairgrounds, told
the Evening Times that they were unaware anything hdd been
damaged until they noticed all the cars driving by.

Many éast side residents fled to the basement as the wind
gusts grew stronger.

At 860-29th Ave., just east of the fairgrounds, Mrs. Harvey
Kundert was in the .kitchen eating supper when her oldest bay
went to close the door,

“The front door was open and when he got to the screen we
heard an gwful roaring and he said that a funnel was over at the
fairgrounds. We'ran to the basement, except my husband, who'

- stood at the door and watched,”” Mrs. Kundert said Thursday

night. ‘“The wind was making a terrible noise. We're thankful it
touched where it did and didn't hurt anybody. It upheaved the
roof on the back of our house, but that's all.”

To the south of the Kundert home, Virgil Wunschel was
watéhing from his front door at 908- 20th Ave,

It was raining real hard and you couldn't see veryf'far " he

. related. ““But then I heard a rumble and roar and saw stuff —

limbs and debris — going ‘straight up in the air like a kite taking
off. -

“I was susprised bec~use what looked like a funnel was

white, not black, and tr-~e was no lull in. the storm It rained
real hard all the time.
" . “The flying debris t/wza\s going straight up over ‘the horse
barns by the‘northeast'corner of the fairgrounds and it went up
clear out of sight. The & =~ "mas stlckmg straight up like a
vaccum cleaner was ro...., .. over,” Wunschel said.

Mrs. Gary Studer was at her home between the Kunde'ts
and Wunschels.

“I heard the roarand gow mmgs flying through the air, but I
didn't lock closely becz_.e I was trying to talk myﬁeif into
believing it wasn’t ar .ing serious,” she said.

Times Editor Jim Glessner, v.ho lives at the northwest
corner of the Fairgrounds, was watching the storm from his
front door, and although :=%did not actually see a funnel,
reported that when he "zard the roar, fled quickly with his
family to their basem~.... Glessner said the roar from a tornado
is quite distinguishable, and that the sound was like several
freight trains going through the area at once.
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
